How Routine Boosts Mental Hedalth:

« Reduces uncertainty and anxiety by making
the day more predictable.

- Encourages healthy habits like regular sleep,
healthy meals, reduced screetime, and
movement.

Improves focus and academic performand
by setting clear times for work and rest.

« Builds confidence as students learn to
manage their time and responsibilities.

Tips for Starting the Year off Strong:

. Setregular sleep and wake times—aim for 8-10

hours of sleep.
Plan time for breakfast to fuel the day,
Create a daily homework routine in a quiet,
consistent spot for no more than 30 minutes.
Schedule breaks for movement or relaxation
in the evening.
Wind down at night with a calming activity as
a family (reading, music, or gentle stretching).
Here is an additional resource for you to start
your family's back school routine. Small, steady
routines can make a big difference for mental
health and a successful school year!
