| would like to remind all Cadets of the importance of regular attendance, as it continues to be a
challenge for the campus. From the UMA attendance policy, “Cadet attendance is at the core of
a cadet’s commitment to their own education, and to the UMA Mission and Vision. Regular and
consistent attendance is a necessary commitment for those cadets hoping to successfully
transition to the military or university level.”

A few Cadets leave school without checking out and then have parents call in to excuse the
absence. The UMA attendance policy also states, “For the safety and protection of cadets,
checkout or release from school will require permission from a parent/guardian. A person
checking a cadet out of school must show identification and be matched to the cadet’s
guardianship profile on Aspire. Cadets will not be permitted to leave unless properly checked
out through the office. Cadets who leave campus without checking out will be marked truant.”
Thus, excusing Cadets that leave campus without permission after the fact is not allowed.
Please encourage your Cadet to follow the correct procedure.

Enrollment Reminder — 2026-2027 School Year: It's time to begin enroliment for the
2026-2027 school year for returning students. If your cadet plans to return, please complete the
enrollment process as soon as possible. You can access it through your Parent Aspire account.
If your student will not be returning next year, kindly notify us so we can plan accordingly.

Haircuts at UMA: To help our male cadets maintain hair within school standards, UMA will offer
haircuts at the school every Monday. Haircuts are done by a licensed beautician. Haircuts cost
$10 and must be paid in cash. Venmo option is available by contacting Mrs.Wagaman in the
front office. Cadets need to bring $10 and a signed permission slip to receive a haircut. Students
will be called out of class in the morning for their allotted time. haircut permission form .
Permission forms are also available outside the front office. Forms and payment may be turned
in before Monday to hold your spot.

Proper PT Uniform and proper soft uniform shoes: The only uniform allowed for PE classes
is the UMA tan t-shirt (or a plain tan t-shirt, they can be ordered on Amazon), and UMA black PT
shorts or sweats or plain black sweats: Shoes need to be an athletic type shoe, close toed and

close heel (no crocs, slides, or slippers). Please make sure your cadet is complying with these
standards. On soft uniform days, the same rules apply to shoes, they must be CLOSE TOED

AND CLOSE HEELED SHOES. No'crocs, No slides; No'slippers!

3. No Blankets on Campus!: We know it is cold outside. You can wear any jacket or coat to
school and keep it in your backpack or locker. If you need a school approved jacket, a quarter
zip fleece for your soft uniform is available for $30 from the front office. New students were
issued this fleece when they got their uniforms. Fleece jackets that can be worn with the soft
uniform and ABU are available from logistics, as are the jacket for blues. DO NOT BRING A
BLANKET TO SCHOOL. It will be confiscated until after school.They are not allowed in
classrooms, hallways, or the lunchroom.

4. ACT/ASVAB Prep: We will be holding our third test preparation session on Saturday, January
9th from 8:00 AM to 12:30 PM in support of our 11th graders' upcoming State ACT. While the
official ACT date has not yet been announced, it is expected to take place in March, and we
want to give our cadets a strong head start.

This session is voluntary and open to all interested cadets who would like to take a
full-length practice test (ACT or ASVAB). This is an excellent opportunity to build
confidence and identify areas of improvement ahead of the spring testing season.

Uniform Reminders:

As the weather becomes colder, we would like to remind everyone that blankets are not
permitted on campus. Cadets who are feeling cold should come prepared with their
UMA-issued jacket and/or fleece, which may be worn throughout the day as part of the uniform.

If an additional jacket or fleece is needed, it must be purchased through the front office. Once
the purchase is complete, the receipt must be presented to the Logistics Department for
verification.

On soft uniform days, cadets may wear either a UMA quarter-zip or a UMA spirit hoodie
purchased through the front office. Coats may be worn to and from school; however, they must
be removed upon entering the building and put into a backpack or locker (issued upon request).
Cadets are not permitted to wear any non-issued UMA items, and failure to remove such items
will result in a phone call home for cadet pickup or confiscation of said clothing item until the end
of the school day.
